The parish council met on Tuesday 10th February.

Following a successful trial run earlier in the year, the 118 bus route in both directions has now been officially changed by Stagecoach to include the turning above the War Memorial and the bus shelter, something which previously relied upon the goodwill of drivers. The next step to providing proper access / egress for disabled riders is for a meeting on site to discuss what facilities can be provided.

Councillor Fife-Cook is trying to arrange a public meeting with the planning department of Dartmoor National Park Authority in the next few months. The purpose of the meeting will be for the Authority to outline the thinking behind present planning policy and for residents to air their opinions and ask questions. It would not be appropriate to discuss individual decisions at such a meeting.

Councillors have received a draft report from Katie West of West Devon Borough Council. Unfortunately it arrived too late for inclusion at this month’s meeting, rather it will be considered by the council at its next meeting. 

Following a meeting with Geoffrey Cox MP and other parish councils, Councillors have formed a working group to push forward efforts to bring superfast broadband to Lydford. 

Councillors have agreed to support their colleagues in Mary Tavy who are in negotiations with Devon Highways to have the Brentor Road gritted, allowing buses to use the road between Mary Tavy and Brentor, and thence to Lydford.

In case notice has not reached certain parts, West Devon BC will be continuing with their garden waste collection service. The charge will be £70 per year, providing collection of up to 4 bags of garden waste every fortnight. For information visit www.westdevon.gov.uk/gardenwaste
